Mountain View Marina Condominiums

Site Plan

The site plan includes the layout of the two buildings on the existing marina property.  It also lays out the proposed parking lot configuration.  It is expected that the marina and the condominium association will share the parking lot.

Buildings

· There are two buildings each 60’x40’ with a 10’ buffer between them.  We expect the common areas of the condominiums to consist of the building footprints (along with any required easements) and the 10’ buffer between the buildings for mechanical and utilities (e.g. air conditioners, power/water meters, etc…).
Parking

· The marina currently has room for approximately 60 vehicles with fewer than 10 paved parking spaces.

· We are completely full approximately 5-6 days per year.  The rest of the time we rarely have more than 35 cars in our parking lot (There were 45 this past Labor Day weekend).

· The new site plan allows for 98+ parking spaces (an increase of more than 50%)

· There are 73 (9’x19’) paved parking spaces

· We expect to set aside 4 handicapped parking spaces

· In addition to the 73 paved parking spaces we have 220’ feet of grassy areas along Dean Aldrich Dr. that provides room for 25+ overflow parking spaces.  For aesthetic reasons we prefer to keep this unpaved since it will be rarely needed (5-6 days per year).

· If needed we can build retaining walls and bring in fill to expand the shoulder along Dean Aldrich Dr. to provide more parking.  We don’t think this is necessary.

· We believe this to be more than adequate parking for both the marina and the condominiums. When you consider that the condominiums are not likely to be used as primary residences, not likely to all be occupied at any given time and are likely to be occupied by individuals that would be parking at the marina during the day anyway.  Condominiums will have the same restrictions that the marina has, prohibiting the parking of boat trailers and ATV trailers.
